[bookmark: _Hlk167096944]In Poland, at the end of Quarter 3 2025, there were 1.0% fewer job vacancies than at the end of the previous quarter. The job vacancy rate[footnoteRef:2] was 0.78%. [2:  The share of job vacancies in the sum of occupied and vacant jobs.]

Decrease in the number of job vacancies compared with the end of Quarter 2 2025

At the end of Quarter 3 2025, 94.7 thousand job vacancies were recorded. There were 1.0 thousand fewer of them than in Quarter 2 2025 and 19.5 thousand fewer of them than in the corresponding quarter of 2024.At the end of Quarter 3 2025, the job vacancy rate was 0.78% 

The job vacancy rate at the end of Quarter 3 2025 remained at the same level as in Quarter 2 2025 and was 0.15 percentage points (pp) lower than in the corresponding quarter of 2024.

The highest job vacancy rate at the end of Quarter 3 2025 occurred in the Dolnośląskie region (1.05%), while the lowest in the Podkarpackie region (0.45%).

In terms of the kind of activity conducted, the highest job vacancy rate occurred in the Construction section (1.47%). On the other hand, the largest increase in this rate compared with Quarter 3 2024 was recorded in the Arts, entertainment and recreation section (by 0.16 pp to 0.71%). In contrast, the largest decrease in the job vacancy rate was recorded in the Professional, scientific and technical activities section (by 0.79 pp to 0.77%).The highest job vacancy rate was recorded in the Dolnośląskie region and amounted to 1.05%

As at the end of a quarter
The largest number of job vacancies at the end of Quarter 3 2025 was recorded in the Manufacturing section (20.5 thousand). There was an increase in the share of job vacancies in the Transportation and storage section in the total number of job vacancies by 14.3 pp. As a result, this section came second in the list of kinds of activities offering the most jobs in Poland. In the Manufacturing section, job vacancies were mainly intended for occupations from the major occupational group of Craft and related trade workers (46.1%) and from the major occupational group of Plant and machine operators, and assemblers (21.8%). The major occupational groups mentioned above also dominated in the Construction section, with job vacancies for occupations from the occupational group of Craft and related trades workers accounting for 53.6% and for occupations from the occupational group of Plant and machine operators, and assemblers accounting for 17.0%.

Methodological notes
[bookmark: _GoBack]The survey covers national economy entities conducting activity within the scope of PKD 2007/NACE Rev. 2 sections from A (excluding natural persons running individual agricultural holdings) to S (with the exception of division 94, i.e. activities of membership organisations), on the basis of local units, in which the number of employees is at least 1 person.
The measure of the unmet labour demand is the job vacancy rate, which shows the proportion of vacant jobs compared to total jobs (vacant and occupied). The job vacancy rate is therefore calculated as the share of job vacancies in the sum of occupied jobs and job vacancies.
The data by major occupational group are presented according to the Classification of Occupations and Specializations (KZiS), a systematic set of occupations and specializations, which was developed on the basis of the International Standard Classification of Occupations ISCO-08.
In this publication symbols and abbreviated names of PKD 2007/NACE Rev. 2 sections were used. Abbreviations are marked with a ‘Δ’ symbol.
