


[bookmark: _GoBack]Distribution of wages and salaries in the national economy in August 2025In August 2025, the median monthly gross wage and salary was 17.4% lower than the average monthly gross wage and salary for that month

In August 2025, the median monthly gross wage and salary increased in nominal terms by 0.5% compared with July 2025, and by 8.7% compared with the corresponding month of the previous year. During the same period, the average monthly gross wage and salary decreased in nominal terms by 0.4% compared with July 2025, and increased in nominal terms by 8.0% compared with August 2024.PLN 7 280.00

Median monthly gross wage and salary in the national economyIn August 2025, in entities with 9 or fewer employed persons, the median gross wage and salary was equal to the minimum wage applicable during that period

The median gross wage and salary in the national economy in August 2025 was PLN 7 280.00, which means that half of the employees were paid a wage or salary not higher than this amount, and the other half received a wage or salary not lower than this amount. The median wage and salary varied depending on sex – in the case of men it was PLN 7 543.00  (103.6% of the total value), while among women it was PLN 7 044.83 (96.8% of the total value). In the public sector, the median wage and salary was PLN 8 397.14, which was 115.3% of the total value, while in the private sector it was PLN 6 672.87 – 91.7% of the total value. Taking the employees’ age into account, the highest median wage and salary was recorded in the 45-54 age group – it was PLN 7 567.67 (104.0% of the total value), while the lowest was in the 24-or-under age group, at PLN 5 877.74 (80.7% of the total value). In turn, in terms of entity size, the highest median wage and salary was recorded in entities with 1 000 or more employed persons – PLN 8 563.06 (117.6% of the total value), and the lowest in entities with 9 or fewer employed persons – PLN 4 666.00 (64.1% of the total value).

01 2024 = 100In August 2025, the highest earning 10% of men received a wage or salary of at least PLN 14 813.72. During the same period, the highest earning 10% of women received a wage or salary of at least PLN 12 929.16



Deciles of monthly gross wages and salaries in the national economy
In August 2025, the lowest earning 10% of employees received a wage or salary of at most PLN 4 666.00 (the first decile). In contrast, the highest earning 10% of employees received a wage or salary of at least PLN 13 881.59 (the ninth decile). 8 out of 9 deciles of wages and salaries varied by sex of the employees. The largest nominal difference in wages and salaries by sex occurred in the ninth decile and was PLN 1 884.56 in favour of men.

Deciles of monthly gross wages and salaries in the national economy by sex 
in August 2025In August 2025, the average monthly gross wage and salary in entities with 9 or fewer employed persons was PLN 5 997.31


Average monthly gross wage and salary in the national economy
The average wage and salary in the national economy in August 2025 was PLN 8 827.87, among men – PLN 9 220.24, which represented 104.4% of the total average wage and salary, while among women – PLN 8 424.71, or 95.4% of the total average wage and salary. In terms of the employees’ age, the highest average wage and salary was recorded in the 45-54 age group – PLN 9 278.79 (105.1% of the total value), and the lowest in the 24-or-under age group – PLN 6 456.12 (73.1% of the total value). Taking into account entity size, the highest average wage and salary was recorded in entities with 1 000 or more employed persons – PLN 10 360.86 (117.4% of the total value), and the lowest in entities with 5 or fewer employed persons – PLN 5 812.52 (65.8% of the total value). The average wage and salary also varied by ownership sector. In the public sector, it was PLN 9 580.21, which represented 108.5% of the total value, while in the private sector it was PLN 8 486.08  – 96.1% of the total value.

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Wages and salaries by territory
Wages and salaries in the national economy in August 2025 were differentiated territorially by place of residence of the employees, as well as by place of the entity's seat.

Median monthly gross wage and salary in the national economy in August 2025In the breakdown by place of the entity’s seat, in around 30% of gminas the median gross wage and salary in August 2025 was equal to or higher than PLN 6 500

The spatial distribution of the median wage and salary by place of residence of the employees is more even than by place of the entity’s seat. The difference between the highest and lowest values of the median in the breakdown by place of the entity’s seat was PLN 6 381.12, with the median wage and salary being equal to or lower than PLN 5 500 in around 19% of gminas. On the other hand, in the breakdown by place of residence of the employees, only in around 0.3% of gminas was the median wage and salary equal to or lower than PLN 5 500, and the difference between the highest and lowest values of the median wage and salary was PLN 4 815.51.
Wages and salaries by PKD 2007/NACE Rev. 2 sectionIn August 2025, the largest difference in the median gross wage and salary between the public and private sectors occurred in the Agriculture, forestry and fishing section, at PLN 7 062.14

Wages and salaries also varied by kind of activity. In August 2025, the highest median wage and salary, at PLN 11 535.50, was recorded in the Information and communication section. In the public sector the highest median wage and salary was in the Financial and insurance activities section (PLN 13 245.68), and in the private sector – in the Information and communication section (PLN 11 600.00). In 16 of the 19 PKD 2007/NACE Rev. 2 sections analysed, men’s median wage and salary was higher than women’s median wage and salary, with the largest percentage difference occurring in the Financial and insurance activities section, at 35.0%. In 3 sections, women’s median wage and salary was higher than men’s median wage and salary, with the largest percentage difference occurring in the Construction section, at 38.2%.

The highest average wage and salary in August 2025 was recorded in the Information and communication section, at PLN 14 396.45. In the public sector, the highest average wage and salary was in the Financial and insurance activities section (PLN 16 072.69), while in the private sector it was in the Information and communication section (PLN 14 491.82). The largest percentage difference between men’s average wage and salary and women’s average wage and salary was in the Financial and insurance activities section, amounting to 39.9% in favour of men. In 3 sections, women’s average wage and salary was higher than men’s, with the largest percentage difference occurring in the Construction section, amounting to 15.6% in favour of women.
