

[bookmark: _GoBack]Activity of art galleries in 2025 9.1%
Increase in the number of visitors in comparison to 2024

In 2025, art galleries organised 4.2 thousand exhibitions in Poland, of which 0.3 thousand open-air exhibitons. The total number of visitors amounted to 6.4 million people, including 3.0 million visitors attending open-air exhibitions.
As of the end of 2025, there were 321 art galleries operating in Poland (an increase of 3.5% year-on-year). More than half (60.9%) of the total visitors visited art galleries in Małopolskie and Mazowieckie Voivodships

The largest number of art galleries was located in Małopolskie Voivodship (56) and Mazowieckie Voivodship (53). Together, these two voivodships accounted for 34.0% of all art galleries and the exhibitions they organised attracted as much as 60.9% of the total number of visitors. 
The smallest number of art galleries was located in Opolskie Voivodship (2 entities), and the smallest number of visitors was recorded in Lubuskie Voivodship (26.5 thousand people). 
Of the total number of visitors (6.4 million), 53.0% viewed exhibitions inside art galleries, while 47.0% visited open-air exhibitions.

 In 2025, art galleries organised in Poland 4,172 exhibitions (an increase of 0.8%), of which 268 open-air exhibitions. There were 3,785 national exhibitions, including 230 open-air ones, while 244 international exhibitions were held, of which 28 open-air. In addition, 143 exhibitions from abroad were organised, including 10 open-air, and Polish art galleries organised 62 exhibitions abroad, 5 of which were open-air exhibitions[footnoteRef:2]. [2:  Due to the place of presentation of exhibitions and the country of origin of their authors, we distinguish between national exhibitions (presentation of Polish art), exhibitions from abroad (presentation of foreign art), international exhibitions (presentation of foreign and Polish art) and Polish exhibitions abroad.] 

Art galleries belonging to the public sector accounted for 65.7% of all galleries and attracted 92.0% of visitors.

State and local government art galleries had both 1.2 million items in their own collections (the same as in 2024), among which painting accounted for the largest share (37.7%), while objects in categories of new media, graphics and photography together accounted for more than half of the own collections of public art galleries (58.6%).Among all the collections held by state and local government art galleries, painting made up the largest portion (37.7%)
